Excellent = Greek diaphoros (dee-af-or-os) - better, of greater value, surpassing,
supreme

* Hebrews 1:4 A More Excellent Ministry is the result of a More Excellent Name
(or nature).

The Book of Better:

Merciful Hebrews 2:17, Hebrews 8:12, Hebrews 9:5, Hebrews 10:28

Merciful = Greek Eleemon - not simply possessed of pity but actively
compassionate; compassion manifested in action.

His MERCY reveals need on the part of him who receives it, and resources adequate
to meet the need on the part of him who shows it.

e Grace - describes God’s attitude toward the Law-breaker and the rebel

* Mercy - shows His attitude toward those who are in distress.

* Compassion of Jesus:

The MERCY seat is a Throne
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2. The Approach of The More Excellent Ministry

How do we APPROCH the Throne of God (The Mercy Seat)

1: We approach the Throne BODLY. Hebrews 4:16
Boldly = Greek - parrhesia (par-rhay-see’-ah) - To come all out, out spokeness,
assurance, confidence, freely, with liberty.

Hebrews 10:19 Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter...
Boldness - parrhesia root: rheo, rhema - An utterance, to flow, runa as water,
through the idea of pouring forth, to utter, speak of, give out, put forth, describe,

command

The More Excellent Ministry is the expression of the nature and ministry of Jesus
Christ. That which makes this Melchisedec Order “more excellent” is that, it is a
KING - PRIEST order of ministry, Hebrews 7:1-2. The nature of this order is
“Priestly” and it’s ministry is “Kingly” (it not only meets the needs in the priestly
function, but also requires submission and obedience from it’s subjects in it’s kingly
function.)
