It seems to me that a
person can only learn obedience when he is tempted not to obey, but disobey; he can learn
courage when he is tempted to run away; he can only learn wisdom when tempted to do
something unwise; he can only learn real peace when he finds himself in less peaceful
situations; and he can find real life only when he loses it in something that is much bigger
than he is. May you find yourself wrapped up in Him today and maturing in all the important

ways you need.
