1. When God appeared to Moses, He gave His name as the    

“I AM”. Ex. 3:13-15 

A. Later God spoke to Moses and declared Himself to be 

but one God. Deut. 6:4-6,     Deut. 4:35, 39 

 

2. When Jesus was born, He was the “I AM” who came as our 

Savior. Mat. 1:20-21 

 

3. In His earthly ministry, Jesus identified Himself to be the      

“I AM”, the one and only God. Jn. 8:56-59  10:30-33, 37-39    

Jn. 12:45,  14:6-11,  18:3-8,    Psa. 40:14 

A. Note! Jn. 14:6, and Matt. 11:27, No one can come to 

God but by Jesus Christ.

4. Jesus as the “I AM in all things. Some examples: 

A. I AM the Bread of Life. Jn. 6:35, 48, 51 

B. I AM the Light of the World. Jn. 8:12

D. I AM the Good Shepherd. Jn. 10:14 

E. I AM the Resurrection and the Life. Jn. 11:25 

F. I AM the Way, the Truth, and the Life. Jn. 14:6 

G. I AM the True Vine. Jn. 15:1
